On a more somber note, in the last issue of the West Mont News, we discussed some of the 
changes that continue to occur in the developmental disabilities service delivery system.  At 
the recent Six State Summit attended by state administrators, providers like West Mont and 
representatives from several federal oversight agencies, the news continued to be unsettling.  
Wyoming, for instance, had a 10% budget reduction this year and they are anticipating an 
additional 10% next year-quite significant by any standard.  Those of us from Montana         
certainly felt we were much better shape financially than the other 5 states, but we need to           
remain proactive to avoid further financial cuts to our own budgets. This essentially means 
families, consumers, our employees and agency sponsors; need to be vigilante and active  
politically. We need the same type of political momentum that families and legislators gener-
ated over 35 years ago which in turn created many of the community services we have today.

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With proposed changes in federal tax laws, giving this year may never save you more!  Most charitable gifts are made in the 
form of cash or checks.  When you itemize your tax deductions, gifts of cash may be used to eliminate federal income tax on 
up to half of your adjusted gross income.  You may enjoy additional state income tax savings as well.   

OPTIONS FOR GIVING  

In addition to cash, there are many other ways you can make charitable donations.  Gifts of individual stocks, bonds or mutual 
fund shares that are worth more than they originally cost can bring additional tax savings. These gifts are generally deducted 
from income tax at full current value (if you have owned for longer than one year).  These type of gifts can be used to offset 
tax on up to 30% of your adjusted gross income, plus you pay no capital gains tax, as could be the case if you sold it.  If you 
own investments that are worth less than they cost, consider selling them and make a charitable donation of the cash proceeds.  

This creates a loss you may be able to deduct from other taxable income, along with the amount of 
donation.  These combined deductions for the gift and loss may total more than the current value of 
the investment. 

Other ways of giving include Charitable Remainder Unitrust, Gift Annuity, Provision by Will, Gifts 
of Life Insurance or Retirement Plans and more.  Now more than ever, you may find that you that 
can not only stretch your charitable dollars beyond what you thought possible, but you may enjoy 
tremendous tax benefits as well.
